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 Riccardo Dametti
 A contemporary artist between Freedom and Rebellion
      
It was a time of the “poètes maudit” when Paul Verlaine defined the “absolute poets” 
as  nonconformists, rebels and innovators. Riccardo Dametti’s personality in some 
way re-evokes that social moment, in which there was great success in art, literature 
and music.
A “damned artist”, Riccardo Dametti arrives in the German capital with a solo 
exhibition in the famous “gallery street”: Auguststrasse, where creative ferment is 
still in continual expansion today. From 2 to 7 February 2017, in the August 35 Art 
Gallery, twelve works by the brilliant artist from Fidenza, who expresses himself on 
canvas with great painting passion and magnificent instinct.
His works always amaze with their intimate charisma, for their inner chaos, which 
immediately is felt through their fast lines and contrasting colours. Anger, unease 
and at times angst linger in the artistic atmosphere for Riccardo Dametti, “called” to 
express a condition of discomfort in society.
The tendency to contextualise and provoke, making him a contemporary artist 
between freedom and rebellion, bringing him to paint with vehemence and 
inescapable sensorial dedication. For this reason, his canvases, at first visual impact, 
are difficult to read and interpret: that feeling of being misunderstood gives rise to 
the impossibility of expressing its own being, thus becoming its own prison.
This is the reason for these strong, vibrant, intense paintings: the gesture on the 
canvas becomes ferocious, a prelude of a lot of inner torment. Subversive and 
extravagant, Riccardo Dametti is the spokesperson of the present-day, immersed in 
an inner tempest since as Aristotle said, “there is no great genius without a dose of 
madness”.

zeitgenössischer Künstler zwischen Freiheit und Rebellion
      
In den Zeiten der “verfemten Dichter” nannte Paul Verlaine Nonkonformisten, Rebellen 
und Erneuerer „absolute Dichter“. Die Persönlichkeit von Riccardo Dametti erinnert uns 
gewissermaßen an diese soziale Zeit, welche durch eine starke Kreativität in der Kunst, 
Literatur und Musik geprägt wurde.
Der “verfemte Dichter” Riccardo Dametti kommt mit einer persönlichen Ausstellung in 
die Hauptstadt Deutschlands, in die berühmte Auguststrasse, das lebendige Herzen des 
Galerieviertels. Auch in unserer Zeit lässt hier die Kreativität nicht zu, sondern sie wird 
immer stärker. Vom 2. bis 7. Februar 2017 werden 12 Kunstwerke des genialen Künstlers 
aus Fidenza – dessen Bilder voll malerischer Wucht und großartiger Triebhaftigkeit 
sind –  in der Galerie August 35 ausgestellt.
Seine verblüffenden Werke äußern ein vertrautes Charisma und ein innerliches Chaos, 
welches durch harte Linien und starke Farbkontraste unmittelbar wahrgenommen wird. 
Wut, Unruhe und manchmal Angst umwehen die Arbeiten von Riccardo Dametti, der sich 
„berufen“ fühlt, dem Unbehagen gegenüber der Gesellschaft Ausdruck zu verleihen. 
Seine Neigung zu Protest und Provokation prägt ihn als einen zeitgenössischen Künstler 
zwischen Freiheit und Rebellion. Das führt zu einer stürmischen Malerei, die aus 
unumstößlicher Sinneshingabe entsteht. Aus diesem Grund sind seine Gemälde auf dem 
ersten Blick nicht leicht zu interpretieren: Das Gefühl, unverstanden zu sein, spiegelt sich 
in der Unmöglichkeit wider, sein eigenes Selbst auszudrücken, was wiederum zu einem 
Selbstgefängnis wird.
Deshalb sind seine Werke so stark, bewegend und äußerst intensiv: Die wilden Gesten auf 
der Leinwand sind das Vorzeichen einer tiefen inneren Qual. Mit seiner Umsturzkraft und 
Extravaganz ist Riccardo Dametti ein Sprachrohr der Gegenwart, der ständig durch einen 
inneren Sturm erschüttert ist. Denn wie Aristoteles sagte: „Es gibt kein großes Genie ohne 
einen Schuss Verrücktheit“.
